Club Etiquette

Please treat the birds carefully when not in play. Birds are left on the courts between matches. If

you find your bird is not functioning properly, ask an Exec for a fresh bird. Do not discard broken
birds. The old birds are collected by our Equipment Manager and the best are used for practice in
the Junior club. Everyone is asked to help collect the birds at the end of the night and return them to
the tubes in the equipment box.

The combination to the equipment box is 9-0-9. The name board should be inside the equipment
box at the end of the night, the lock set, and the box returned to the equipment room at the back of
the gym, along with the poles behind the door. Thanks to everyone who helps setting up and taking
down the nets, as well as setting up and returning the bleachers each night.

1 Shoe tags - This year we have gone with BLUE shoe tags to identify members a little easier. At
